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The Rector Speaks

Task one: -
The 21st Century

Good evening and welcome: board members, Fr Kevin,
staff, parents, friends and graduating students of 2006.

We celebrated recently, the 75th Jubilee of our College.
Most of the Old Boys present were students here from
the 1980’s right back to 1931. Their schooling and most
of their working lives happened in the 20th century.
The stories they recalled, shared and laughed about at
the reunion reflected those days. Most of them, like the
parents here tonight underwent a period of training
following completion of secondary schooling, moving
then into jobs and careers that were full-time and
permanent. There was a welfare

They (or their families) will have to pay for any tertiary
training, unless they can find a company or scholarship
that will subsidize the cost. In their working lives, they
may change jobs and the firms they work for up to eight
times. They will spend longer training after they leave
school, and then re-training during their working lives.
Currently 50% of students in tertiary education are aged
over 25. The future belongs to those who are capable
of being retrained, and most new jobs will require high
levels of literacy.

Our graduates will work for longer before beginning to
have children and will return

system that paid for most of that
tertiary training. Many have
remained within those career
paths and jobs. Their view of

to work sooner after having
them. There will be a surplus
of jobs and a deficit of workers
in some sectors. 52% of NZ

our working life is linear, with
one stage following another according to experience,
promotion, further study etc. They think of themselves
as farmers, plumbers, architects, lawyers, teachers,
brokers, electricians, builders etc. Let’s do some time
travel. Imagine it's 2031, and you, our graduates are
back at the College for the Centenary. You will be in
your early 40’s — about the same age as some of your
Mums and Dads now. What will your experience of life
after school have been like? What stories will you
share?

A recent New Zealand study by Massey University
researcher Professor Paul Spoonley contrasted the
characteristics of the late 20th century career and job
market with the emerging 21st century career and job
market. Our graduates tonight will enter the 21st century
workforce. Currently about two-thirds of that workforce
have jobs that are part-time, fixed-term or contract based.

businesses currently report they
cannot expand further because of labour shortages. NZ
has one of the lowest unemployment rates in the OECD.
However, despite immigration our workforce is aging,
and our birthrate is dropping. Currently there are four
people in paid work for every one that isn'’t. In 25 years
in 2031, in NZ, there will be just one person in paid
work for every one that isn’t.

The “old” areas that are growing are health, education
and social services catering for the changing profile of
our population. The new growth areas include
biotechnology, pharmaceuticals, tourism, software and
hardware development and the creative industries (the
“Peter Jackson” effect). The building industry alone
needs another 19,000 new workers to replace those
retiring and leaving by 2010. And that was before the
new stadium for the Rugby World Cup was proposed.
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The question has to be asked — are we in schools, and
those who are parents preparing our children for our
past or their future? Twentieth century stability or 21st
century possibility? Retiring Secretary for Education
Howard Fancy recently wrote: “There’s one thing I urge
everyone connected to the education system to do ...
That one thing is to look at the world through the eyes
of the child, young person or student. The future world
they enter, grow and learn in will be quite different from
the one we learnt in.” As parents are we ready to support
our son when he suggests possibilities that look insecure
to us, or don’t fit our idea of a socially acceptable long-
term career? He will spend his working life in the 21st
century, where some, if not many of the assumptions

of our 20th century working life are no longer valid.

Has St Patrick’s Silverstream prepared our graduates for
that world? Tt has if they leave here with a self-belief
based on faith in a God who loves them, a positive
attitude to work, experience of success in some sphere
at school, ability to communicate with others, be literate
and numerate, solve problems and work in a team. My
impression of you over the brief period I have known
you is that many of you have those skills and beliefs.
You also seem to have been a group that has supported
each other and your school exceptionally well. Well done
and thank you. Enjoy your careers and jobs in the 21st
century. Be proud and loyal Old Boys — Sectare Fidem.

Staff Notes

Farewell, David

In the yearbook of 1990 under Staff Changes the then
Rector Jim Dooley used these words:

“Another face which will be new to many of you is
our Deputy Principal, Mr David Leavy. In just one
term Mr Leavy has endeared himself to all our pupils
with his promotion of punctuality and tidy dress and
his love of good standards of discipline”.

During the following ten years or so David had his
hand on the tiller and he did not in anyway disappoint
the expectations that the College Community had of
him. As the Rector he was respected by the staff and
pupils for his efficiency and the painstaking effort

that he put into all issues concerning the College.
David was always interested in pushing forward. He
was never one for maintaining the status quo he was
eager to push forward. His early assemblies with

the school were dominated by the theme of raising
academic standards and the boys were left in no doubt
about his plans in his area. He followed this through
by his enthusiasm for schemes that emphasized
professionalism among the staff through departmental
documentation and development. He was willing to
experiment with various sources of expertise from
outside the college occasionally raising the eyebrows
of some staff but everyone recognized the intention
and enthusiasm that drove the plans.

David, while at the College, oversaw many changes
and challenges: the slow and careful evolution of a
mission statement, the refurbishment of the Library
and several upgrades of the computer system and
methods of reporting to parents. The new mission
statement has been placed on a wooden tablet above
the entrance of the Auditorium in Evatt Block. Today
the computer system is as modern as is possible in any
school. It is interesting that just prior to David’s reign
the College moved out of Dowling Block and it was
his job to go through the planning for the movement
back by the administration into Dowling. David was
always keen on consulting those interested and he
regularly submitted his strategic plans to the staff and
others for comment. He also kept a careful eye on the
bottom line and was not afraid to challenge or trim
departmental budgets to keep the ship balanced.

Under the rector, Monday assembly became a formal
occasion beginning with a Scripture reading followed
David’s commentary and exposition always carefully
crafted and delivered. They propounded a message
for his students of striving for excellence in personal
development and academic advance.

Speaking of standards, David took a great interest in
the O'Shea Shield competition. He always attended

the events and put in a great personal effort with the
Religious Questions. His teams did consistently well
and in his final year his team won the Hibernian Cup.
In fact David was a great supporter of Public Speaking
at the college and during his farewell it was mentioned
that all the major possible trophies had been won

during his years including the Henning Cup for
debating and the O’Shea Shield twice.

David’s rapport with the staff was good and many an
excellent social occasion took place in the Rector’s
House, including the traditional BBQ hosted by David
and Veronica on the staff day at the beginning of the
school year. These were relaxed occasions of abundant
food and the host was at his jovial best. He had a
quirky sense of humour and literally loved music and
the cultural side of his Irish origins. He often revealed
these aspects of his character during his turn at the
morning reflection prior to the daily staff meeting. One
special area of his concern was for the welfare of Sister
Francis Marie who, even she would agree, is getting
on in years and not in the best of health. There were
many moments of verbal give and take between these
two at morning briefings much to the amusement of
the staff.

An important aspect of David’s character was his love
of physical activity. He kept very fit and was often seen
out for a long run on a Sunday morning. He also was

a frequent visitor to the college gym for workouts. This
reflects his earlier interest in marathon running. His
interest in physical fitness eventually came out in his
son Austin’s career as a physiotherapist in London.

Austin became the first day boy Head Prefect in the
history of the College. Dominic his other son is a tax
accountant also in London.

As Rector David was acutely conscious of the public
image of the college and went to great pains to
prepare well for the ERO visits. The reports were
always quite pleasing while pointing out areas we
could improve. David actually said that he wouldn’t
mind ERO to come back annually he got such a buzz
out of the visits. In his very early years in New Zealand
David was hostel manager at Gisborne Boys’ High
School so there is a kind of continuity in that he leaves
Silverstream to take over a hostel management role at
Canterbury University.

to Dowling. A major refit of that
building took place and David
was at the focal point of long term
planning for this move. Today

the college entrance has a dignity
and class that all admit is a major
improvement on the previous
building. The new building

was a highpoint of the Jubilee
celebrations in October.

On St Patrick’s Day a farewell was

organised by the senior boys for
the departing Rector. The whole
school piled into the auditorium
fittingly after the “Paddy’s Mile”
race around the College buildings.
This race which takes place on
each St Patrick’s Day was started by
David. The farewell was a rowdy,
tumultuous and amusing affair
but David’s smile showed that he
appreciated the feelings of respect
and gratitude behind it.

So Silverstream farewells David
Leavy and thanks him sincerely for
his great work at the College.

As the first lay rector David Leavy brought St Patrick’s
College Silverstream into the new millennium.

He succeeded in the challenge of developing a non-
bullying culture where new age young men could beat
the biggest and the best at sport. David guided Stream
though an era of change where the Day School eclipsed
the Boarding School. Change was due to economic

and social changes in Rural New Zealand where large
numbers of boys no longer left home for boarding

school. He also skilfully led the school though the
reforms of “Tomorrows Schools’ serving both the Board
of Trustees and the Trust Board as CEO.

While David is a very competent administrator the
Leavy legacy was that he was a leader rather than a
micro manger who gave his staff the room to grow thus
bringing out the best in our students.

| An Era Ends |

The end of 2006 saw another significant retirement. Joyce
Owen, long time (thirty-one years) “Mother of the College” and
stalwart of the office, decided that it was time to call it a day.
Below, David Leavy shares his thoughts with us about Joyce’s
retirement. During the end of the year staff break-up an open
letter to Joyce from David was read to the assembly by Pat
Lovett. It is a letter full of topical and inhouse humour and great
affection which, not only David, but all staff members have

for Joyce. It is reproduced on the next page as part of a fitting
tribute. Linda Green long time office assistant who worked with
Joyce since 1989 and moved to Christchurch at the end of 2005,
has penned her own tribute to Joyce. In no small way Linda
speaks for all of us who have a place in our hearts for Joyce.

“Joyce Owen was Personal Assistant to me, and
close friend, for the nearly thirteen years I was
Rector of St Patrick’s College, Silverstream, from
1994 to 20006. By the time she became my PA she
had already faithfully served nineteen years as PA
to three other Rectors and no doubt with the same
efficiency and integrity as I was to experience. Even
when I was three years as Deputy Rector I had had
ample evidence of Joyce’s efficiency and dedication
as far the College was concerned. By the time she
resigned from her position, Joyce had served a
magnificent thirty-one years at Silverstream. It will
be a record that will stand for some time and may
never be beaten!

There are three things I remember and admire most
about her.

She had an unwavering passion for the College,
evident in her interest in the sporting, cultural and
academic achievements of Silverstream. She always
enquired as to how the College had performed
whether it was O’Shea, 1st XV, Polynesian Festival,
exam results; it wasn’t just ‘required” employee
interest, it was genuine. Whenever there was a
loss or a less than satisfactory performance (rare!)
she was genuinely upset. Her passion extended
to the people who worked at the College and
to the students too. She was a shrewd judge of
character and even though she did not see as
much of the students as other staff did, nor did she
interact with the staff as much as other teachers
did, her assessments of personality and character
were something of a revelation. They were totally
accurate but always tinged with compassion and
only ever mischievously judgemental. She had an
expansive view of humanity, probably the result
of extensive experiences and age, and had great
delight in the variety of gifts and idiosyncrasies
that we have in teaching staffrooms and school
environments. Those who can'’t see it, as she could,
miss the very essence of a school. She never missed
anything.

The second thing T admire most about her was
her memory for names and her knowledge of
the local community. At enrolment time she was
an indispensible asset as she gave me family
histories on all the applicants; who was married

to whom; who had been in the area and for how
long; their Catholic background and the sort of
family they were in terms of their Faith and their
likely commitment to St Pat’s. All delivered with an
even-handed candidness that was so useful and so
informative. She seemed to know everyone and
there were few connections she couldn’t make and
fewer stories she didn’t know about all of the
families in the area. I don’t believe you can replace
knowledge like that but the future may not regard it
as so important though for me, and I suspect others
before, it was a kind of magic.

The last thing I want to comment on, and it doesn’t
begin to express the integrity of the lady or the
hours she put in or the times she expressed more
knowledge of kids than those who were trained to
do so could utter, is the way she endeavoured to
protect the Catholicity of the College. If Henry VIII
usurped the title of Defender of the Faith, Joyce
deserved it! As the rules of entry to Catholic schools
softened, Joyce’s defence of those who ‘deserved’
places became stauncher. She would harass me
daily with her own distinctive interpretation of the
rules and who were the real preference students

for places at St Pats. It was a fall back position but
she defended it stoutly. It wasn’t a sign she couldn’t
change with the times, more a sign that for her there
were some absolutes about motives and truth and

it wasn't just in the realm of enrolments that she
applied these beliefs.

St Patrick’s College, Silverstream has been privileged
to have had the services of Joyce Owen as long as it
did. The account above is the professional side of
the lady whom we all respected, but there is also

a personal relationship side that we all enjoyed as
colleagues and personal friends of Joyce during the
time we worked together at St Pat’s. While future
generations may be perplexed by the content and
references in what follows, those of us who worked
with Joyce will fully understand and will know why
I wrote this letter to Joyce at her last staff gathering
at the end of 2006. She was a character with a great
sense of humour and many foibles which were
engaging and unchangeable. I hope they bring a
smile of affection and remembrance to the faces of
my colleagues who were there at the time.

Overall, this is an interesting development and will
help the profile of the department in the school.

The practice tramp consisted of an over night stay at
Kaitoke and then an arduous all day expedition into
the forks where the eastern and western Hutt rivers
join. This area has only recently being opened up
and camping is still not allowed and according to the
Ranger we were the first ever school party to go into
this area. We followed the eastern Hutt through its
gorge section and waded waist deep through freezing
deep pools. Luckily the river was quite low or our
track would have been impossible. There were also
some very challenging slides down river banks when
one slip would have sent you down into the deep
river or onto the rocks below. Then followed the
energy sapping climb out of the hilly basin. At length
we reached the bus enjoying the trip home after an
exhausting day.

The senior expedition was at the end of the term and
on a Wednesday evening the six golds and thirteen
silvers together with the adult staff: Mr Boyle, Mr
Watson, Mr Nawalaniec and Mrs Bullmore (Vicky)
boarded the unit at the Silverstream Station much

to the amusement of the other passengers. We
waited on the Upper Hutt station platform for the

Wairarapa Express. The carriages were packed with
commuters but as they thinned out at Featherston we
all got seats. From Masterton we caught a bus out to
Holdsworth. In the gathering dusk tents were set up
near the lodge and preparations for the evening meal
began. Certain groups did not settle down but the
‘hoonery’ was abruptly stopped by the intervention of
DB and after that silence reigned.

On the Thursday morning we woke to find Vicky’s
pack and some other stuff had been stolen from the
Lodge but luckily the really essential gear was still
there and the Ranger kindly provided a pack and in
a big group food was not an issue. After breakfast
we set off via Donnelly’s Flat to reach Mount Jumbo
about four hours away. After about an hour Michael
Mclver became very unwell and disgorged his
breakfast several times on the track. It soon became
clear he needed help. We trudged on in showery
weather to the bottom of the Jumbo track. Mclver
seemed willing to go on. The climb up with heavy
packs was murder. Heavy rain began to fall and many
people slid down as much as they went up. At length
in wintery conditions we reached the top and the
welcome sight of the mist shrouded hut.

The original plan of camping out was quickly
abandoned for the warm hut with its coal fired stove.
Conditions were crowded but very comfortable as the
wind and rain shook the hut during the night. McIver
disappeared into a bunk under the roof and seemed
to go to sleep despite all the noise and movement
about the hut.

On the Friday morning it was still quite wet and
stormy, and a decision of whether to make our way
over the tops to Powell Hut or drop down off the
mountain again, needed to be made. A council of
war decided to try going along the tops and also

that Mclver should be escorted out by Mr Watson
and, lucky for us, to be picked up at Holdsworth by
Vicky’s mother who lived at Carterton. “Hurray,” once
again for cell phones. It wasn’t far along the track
until the gale force winds laced with ice and sleet
threatened the safety of the party. It was impossible to
stand up and Bryan Chong was in particular difficulty
with a threatened return of his asthma. There was lots
of snow around and it was bitterly cold. After an hour
of this, the inevitable decision was made to back off
the tops and return down the mountain. Mr Boyle
took some group photos.

On the way down we overtook Mr Watson with the
sick MclIver and at this stage Bryan Chong decided

he had had enough and also wanted to go out. We
re-climbed the range to Mountain House and on over
to Totara Flats arriving again in the gathering dusk.
The main party crossed the swing bridge and couldn’t
resist settling down in the new luxurious hut. When
the tail group arrived we were ordered to saddle up
and make our way down the valley for a camp. It
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would be an extreme understatement to say that this
was not well received. However, eventually everyone
complied and within 30 minutes was establishing
tents on the grass. Possibly the longest and worst day
in DoE history had finished.

Saturday morning dawned clear and at length
the sun rose sufficiently over the range to cast its
welcome light and warmth on
our campsite. There were no
overt complaints. Some said they
couldn’t feel their legs the other
half couldn’t recall what day it L
was. Everyone was truly amazed 8
to see Mr Watson join the party.
After delivering the sick boys
into safe hands he decided to
rejoin the party and had come
over Mt Holdsworth and camped
along side the river overnight and came through

the following morning. He said, “Duty called.” The
plan was to follow the Waiohine river and tramp

over Cone Saddle and on to Tutawai Flats. The day
went well and we made steady progress. We had
lunch by a creek deep in the forest. By this time Rob
Henderson’s feet were in a sad state and it slowed
him down as he seemed to walk sideways. At length
we reached Cone flats and we stopped for afternoon
tea and the usual party of stone throwers attacked the
cliff by the river. Unbridled yells greeted a large hunk

as crossing some rivers may be
hazardous in really wet weather. From Smith Creek
we made our way out to the buses which were a
welcome sight after such a gruelling tramp. By now
Rob H was a charity case but he had made it — just!
Some formal speeches were made and the bus moved
off for the College at about 3:00pm.

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Sports Reports

The athletics season for 2006 started
with our school champs after a solid
summer break of training by a core
group of dedicated athletes. While
the general lack of athletic endeavour
caused some angst for the coaches
on this somewhat “play-day” house
bonding exercise, the appearance for
the first time at Stream of two talented
sprinters who had joined the school
over the break did bode well for the events ahead.
These two sprinters, Girling-McLean and Tauhore, had
the goods. With these two we were able to form a
competitive team. Town had emerging talent and a real
desire to get the Old Boys’ Cup back from us and we
knew this year we were going to have to be a team
with no weak areas to repel the challenge.

The Old Boys’ Cup

This year the meet was held at Newtown Park. First up
200’s and ten mins later we had 32 points and Town
had 18. The sprints were ours with first placings to
Tauhore, Mandella Nono in 23.3secs and Pennell. Nono
had also taken out Kelly, the top Town sprinter! The
100m and 400m followed a similar pattern, with the
unheralded Shane Ayrton showing his talent in taking
second behind Tauhore in the U14 race (11.79 to 11.78
secs). In the 400’s Casey took the fastest time of the
day with 53.1secs in the U16 grade. Girling-Mclean,
our big hope, had hamstring problems — an indicator
of the year ahead for him! The 3000m tough-guy
events showed the benefit of a summers training with
the seniors, led by Ryan Maguren, taking the first 3
places. Casey strode to a solid win in the junior 3000m,
putting a strong challenge from a Townie away in the
last lap. In the field events Town was clawing back
the gap with most jumping events proving to be our
weakness once again. The long jump was an 8 point
loss, the triple jump 18 points but the high jump was
a 2 point win for us just to prove Stream guys actually
can jump! Nono did take two jump titles with back-
up from Ayrton and Wilson who took a title each,
while Sam Robmson took the U15 high jump to add

in 2min 1sec over the Town top
gun. Casey again showed his
strength with another victory in
his grade. Jesse Patel continued
his emergence with a fine 2min
9sec win in the U16 grade. The
challenge from Town was waning at this point. Back
in the field the throwing events were being split fairly
evenly. The javelin was a 6 point win only, with great
winning efforts from Francis Nono (34.57m) and Kyle
Hitchman (46.6m) — both 600gm javelins. Amosa Baker
took a great win in the U17 grade with 47.21m. Nathan
Hope emerged as a future “hope” with a second in the
U16 grade, throwing 37.97m. In the shot, Stream won
by 4 points, Lifo Savea leading the way with a 13.98m
throw in the senior grade. Showing the effect of steady
effort in training, the discus was split evenly — a good

effort from our guys who have struggled in recent
years here. Charlie Falesiu starred, with a 44.8m win
in the U16 grade. Back at the hurdles we suffered a 4
point loss — not usual, but an indicator of the benefit
Town had in being able to train at Newtown park.
Lifo starred with a 15.81sec win in the 110m hurdles
and Johnny Kemp took the U15 race in 15.33secs. The
day ended with the relays going to us by 4 points and
the cup was once again on its way back to Stream — a
dominant and decisive win to the Stream machine.

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McEVEDY SHIELD 2006 “The Return”

This was always going to be a great McEvedy — they
are all great but some are greater than others. We had
a good team, bolstered by the return of Luamanu and
Girling-Mclean. On the other hand, we knew Coll were
having difficulty finding super-stars to knock us back.
Rongotai were a dark-horse, with a small number of
nationally ranked athletes spear-heading their attack.
Town were smarting after the Old Boys loss — but we
knew we had them covered so looked to them for
support in our effort to take back the shield.

The 3000m junior race was first up and it finished with
no points for Stream — a bad start but also a bad start
for Coll as they had no points either. For Coll, this was
really bad as middle-distance has always been their
“go-to event” when the pressure is on. No points in
this event was a huge blow for them. After the senior
3000m it had got no better for us — no points again.
Coll had 4 with a win but that was all. Rongotai, with
a talented African group, had amassed 12 points in
total and had the lead! The sprints were next up and
we needed to get on the board. Up stepped Shane
Ayrton with 24.78sec to take the U14 race, followed by
Tauhore in 25.1sec. Robinson took 2nd in the U15 race
and Mandella Nono defeated the legendary Prewster in
the U16 race with 23.28sec, supported by Mcllwee in
4th with 24.38sec. We ended with 15 points and were
back in the hunt. Coll got 12 points. In the discus Va’a
with 36.41m took 2nd in the U14 grade, supported by
Fred Robinson with 33.36m in third. Charlie Falesiu
showed his emerging class with a 43.84m winning
throw in the U16 event and Matt Luamanu ended 2nd
in the senior disc with 38.29m - a comeback event for
him after shoulder problems that continued to plague
him through the year. We had 12 points in this event
which was great considering we scored in only two
grades. Coll had 14, Town 13 and Rongotai only 1.
McEvedy was shaping as a battle between three, with
Rongotai lacking the depth to really challenge. The

jumps would prove decisive and this was evident in
the high jump - a traditional strong event for Coll.
Aaron Butterworth took our best placing with 2nd in
the U16 jump, reaching 1.65m. Jonathan Zwart got

a good 1.75m to take 3rd in the seniors and Shane
Ayrton kept up his impressive efforts with a 3rd place
and 1.61m. Stream got 8 points here, Coll took only
12 and Rongotai took 8. Town stayed in the race with
12 as well. The triple jump was a surprise for us —a
school with no access to the facilities at Newtown
park and the jumps surface. We took 13 points, Coll
had 8, Town 9 and Rongotai 10. Mandella Nono and
Jared Wilson took first placings, with Nono reaching
12.69m and Wilson 11.41m. Timoti Nicholls took third
with 10.80m and Tauhore 4th with 10.74m in the Ul4
grade, while Johnny Kemp took 3rd in 11.02m to
support Jared. Back on the track the 800m swung into
action — time to test the middle-distance boys! The U14
event saw no points again for us — ominous sign for
the future. Corey Casey stepped up and stamped his
class on the meeting with a solo run to break the tape
in 2min 1.20sec — a McEvedy record. Unfortunately,
he had no support and we had only 4 points in total.
Dion Fitzgerald then put up a typical gutsy effort to
attemp a win in the U16 race but fell once again short
to his great rival from Coll. Adam Hunt came through
in 2min 8.78sec to take 4th. Simon Millynn pushed
himself literally to 4th in a strong senior race and we
finished with 9 points. Coll had gathered in 18 and
they had their “mojo” back. Town had 8 which was

a concern while Rongotai had only 5 — another blow
to their hopes. The 100m sprint was almost a repeat
of the 200m, with Ayrton and Tauhore taking 1st and
2nd again ( 11.95sec and 11.97sec). Sammy R had a
slow start in the U15 race and took 3rd, while Nono
had to bow to Prewster in the U16 race — 11.35sec to
11.25sec. Danny Mcllwee showed his emerging talent
with 11.63sec to take 3rd behind Nono. Coll had 16
points here, we had 14 — good work sprinters! Town
had 8 and Rongotai 2. Lunch arrived and it was close
on the scoreboard with Coll having 20 points on us,
while we had 10 on Town. Hurdles were next and the
U14 race saw us with no points. Johnny Kemp took
out the U15 race with 15.41sec and Nono showed his
versatility in spite of hammy problems to take 3rd in
the U16 race. Lifo Savea demolished the senior field,
with a national class time of 14.95secs — an awesome
run from a guy who cannot fit any real training in
due to his rugby commitments. We hadn’t gained any
ground on Coll however, while Town had gained on
us. The javelin and shot had finished with 3 titles for



Stream in the javelin — Francis Nono 32.9m in U14,
Kyle Hitchman 42.49m U15 and George Faingaa
45.68m in the U16 grade. And one title in the shot

— Luamanu 15.10m. Andre Malaeulu supported Kyle
with 40.51m. Luamanu took 4th in the senior jav with
47.5m. Our 15 points here were a big help and the 11
points in the shot cemented our field performances.
The track 400m events were a strong afternoon event
for us with again 3 titles. Tauhore with 56.59sec, Casey
with an easy 57.29sec and Nono with a quick 52.56sec.
Good support came from Ayrton with 4th in 58.56sec
but that was it! We ended with 13 points. Coll had 15,
Town 7 and Rongotai 5. Our second place was safe
and the 1500m confirmed this with Casey taking a win
as did Jesse Patel — the U16 grade in 4min 24.94sec.
Alex Scahill - the team captain- made his contribution
with a 3rd placing in the senior race with 4min
21.47sec. The relays came and went and McEvedy was
over — Coll surviving, as we did in 2nd place.

Our result maintained
our reputation as a school that excelled in sport and
thanks have to go to the coaches who worked with
the team — namely, Adrian Armstrong high jump, Peter
Hicks long/triple jump, John Jarvis and Mike O’Leary
throws, Bevan Packer hurdles and Aitken Stowers over
the last 3 years with the throws. For overall direction
and guidance, the work of Jonathan Mahoney as head
coach and Hugh Steel as manager and Junior coach
cannot be given enough credit. Well done to all — a
team effort in every sense.

North Island Champs.

This event was held in Hastings and for the first time
in many a year we took a small team up. Usually this
event is only attended by those athletes who want a
title or a personal best. The athletes also represent
Wellington, not Stream, so from a school viewpoint

it has low priority. Outstanding at these champs were
Corey Casey who took out the Intermediate 800m in
2min, Francis Nono who won the Junior Javelin with
a good 38m, Shane Ayrton who took 2nd in the Junior
100m in a wind-assisted 11.82sec and Charlie Falesiu
who threw 51.04m and get silver in the intermediate
discus. Charlie had just missed Thomas Waldroms
school record by 22cm. His technique and speed
around the circle was very impressive. Mandella Nono
took 2nd in the intermediate 200m and third in the
100m — a great result for a dedicated sprinter.

The NZ Secondary School Athletics Champs, 2006.

Held in Christchurch, these championships were the
last for Jonathan Mahoney as track coach at Stream

in the near future! They were not up to our usual
standard in a number of area’s and would have left
more than a few of the athletes reflecting on their
preparation and efforts. The jump to senior level

was too much for most of the sprinters and their
performances were largely disappointing. Balancing
this somewhat were the extraordinary results achieved
by a few of the team.

Corey Casey This was a superb meeting, almost
legendary for Corey. He targeted the NZ U16 record for
the 1500m, even though it was 8 seconds faster than
his best. His training and racing had been progressing
well in the weeks leading up to the weekend. The

top two inches often separate the good from the great
and Corey showed in the final that he was in the latter
group, attacking the record from the gun. Oblivious
to any other competitor he pitted himself against the
clock, chasing a shadow from 1977 of 4mins 0.4secs.
Ahead of the target times for each lap for the first two,
he flagged slightly on the dreaded “no-mans land” of
the third lap. In the last 200m he had to run under 30
seconds — he did 30. Finishing in 4min 0.94sec he had
run the gutsiest race of the meeting and received the
acclaim of many a wise spectator. This run marked
Corey as a runner to be watched in the years ahead.
He backed this up with a 53sec 400m in the 4x400m
relay teams 2nd placing just over an hour later.
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Kyle Hitchman Kyle was another to demonstrate his
ability to perform beyond expectation when the heat
was on. With cricket taking most of his spare time,
Kyle had limited preparation for the champs. Luckily
for him, he had the basic technique covered and could
back this up with a great arm. He threw 49m to win
the U16 javelin title, beating the next person by around
5m. He threw further with his first throw but it drifted
out of the zone. This indicated a great future for Kyle
in this event if he can maintain the two sports.

Blake Thompson Blake was another javelin thrower
who combined talent and ambition with an ability to
perform in the big arena. Three weeks prior to this
competition he was perfecting his technique, with
help from Mark Hurdle and Matthew Johnstone, two
old boys who had both medalled in the javelin at the
NZ champs. He achieved a fine 47m one week prior
to the champs then stepped up, rugby socks and all,
to reach 54m and third place in the senior grade. He
threw another plus 50 in his six throws to show his
performance was not just a one-
off. As a first year senior this was
very impressive and Blake has
every opportunity here to make
his mark at the highest level in
secondary school in the next two
years, with Kyle as a rival!

The Junior 4x400m Team.

The team of Chris Girling-McLean,
Sam Robinson, Caleb Owczarek
and Corey Casey was very
talented and had the goal of a
gold medal. Chris had come 4th
in the junior 400m with a school
record, Sam had come 4th in the
junior 200m and seventh in the
100m. Corey had just finished

his 1500m. Caleb was a late
replacement for a badly injured
Shane Ayrton and had proven
form from Old Boys. The team ended up unfortunately
trailing a superb effort from Southland Boys who set

a new U16 record of 3min 31sec. Our team ran 3min
37.2, just missing our school record which was set by
the team that won gold 4 years prior.

Mention is made here of the contributions made by
the team members finishing up at Stream - in this case
Richard Williams and Alex Scahill. Both have been

an absolutely essential part of running at Stream over
the last 5 years with their dedication and discipline.
Richard had developed from a young guy who found
it difficult to complete training sessions into a fine
athlete who on his day could threaten most of the best
in Wellington as evidenced by his second place in the
senior boys 6km Wellington Road race champs this
year. Alex on the other hand had at times upset some
of the best but, as he got older, struggled to convert
his best efforts on the training track into competition.

His best effort was his race over the 2km Steeples at
the nationals in 2005 where he challenged for 2nd
place for most of race — a really bold effort, pure guts.
Between them though, they provide leadership and
encouragement to the members of the team in general
and to the coaches. T am sure Richard will go on to
achieve some very good endurance based results while
Alex has still some unfulfilled potential to realise.
Thanks also goes to Nick Kalivati who has come on
board at Stream to take up some of the role of Mr
Mahoney and guided Sam Robinson and two hurdle
hopefuls in the last term of 2006.

Neville Shield 2006

This event, held in the last week of the year marks the
beginning of our 2007 season. It is a great warm-up
for us and Town. This year it happened just after the
NZ Sec School Champs. We knew Town had put in a
solid preparation and we were also aware of a lack of
talent and commitment in our Year 10 track runners.
We put some faith in class trials
to help focus the school but these
fell flat for two reasons. The first
was a disappointing turn-out by

s 2 number of students who were
named for their form class but
did not show. The second was
the severe injury suffered by
Shane Ayrton that saw him in an
ambulance and off to hospital.
His severe muscle rupture ruled
him out for most of the summer
ahead. Aside from all of this we
felt we had a competitive team.
Unfortunately, Town not only had
a competitive team, they had a
team that exposed our Year 10
deficiencies mercilessly. For the
first time in many years they were
taking the first three places in
more than one middle distance
race with us trailing in for one point. In the field
events the contest was much more even but the star
performers were Townies apart from our captain Attila
Va’a who threw a school record of 43.69m in the discus.

A team of eighteen attended the NZ Cross Country Champs over the weekend in Tauranga. The course was a
hilly true test of stamina and strength, with two severe hills, the second hill reducing even the best to a walk
at its crest. The Year 9 team was first away for Stream and the 190 taking part were briefly led by a sprinting
Kuklinski before he was engulfed by the wave. George Hayden ran with good pace judgement to lead in the
team in 67th place, with Matt Poole not far back supporting him, then the rest of the team in the next twenty
places. The team finished a solid eleventh in the six man event, a fair indicator of the position of this team in
NZ. They maintained their number three spot in Wellington schools.

The Senior team is very talented but young. With 285 entered in the senior race it was always going to be
tough to place highly in the mass start, let alone finish strongly. Ryan Maguren led in the seniors in 66th,
running a well judged race over the torturous 6km circuit. He was closely followed by Evan Cooper in 68th,
Richard Williams in 76th ; Adam Hunt in 94th, Alex Scahill in 97th and a flu-affected Jesse Patel in 118th. This
team came eighth in the senior grade, an indication of their strength. With two more years in this grade the
team is ready to improve yet again on this result.

In the Junior race we had the hot favourite as proclaimed by the newspapers in Wellington and Tauranga

— Corey Casey. The team support for Corey was down to only two with Tom Aspin and Lachlan Donnelly.
Tom ran a gutsy race, going out strongly with corey in the first 800m. He hit the first big hill and quickly hit
oxygen debt. In true Stream spirit he kept pushing and in spite of falling twice with sheer exhaustion and
throwing up he finished in 174th. Tom needed medical help — taking several hours to recover. Lachlan came
in at 124th place, pacing himself well and achieving a good
result for a committed sportsman. The efforts of these two were
well rewarded in the fabulous run unfolding ahead of them by
Corey. Casey stayed with the lead group of ten for the first 800m
then when the first hill was tackled he put the pressure on with

a strong surge. The gap widened. With 1500m gone the gap

was 40m. Casey then hit the after-burners and opened up 200m.
Coming up the final climb before the finish the gap was immense
in running terms with the rest of the field not yet onto this hill.

At the finish Corey had a thirty second win. This was the biggest
winning gap at the champs - and at the last five championships.

There was a disjointed
