
The New Zealand Class 1 Driver Licence Unit Standards 
 
Once a student has gained their Driver’s Licence, (or any part of), they can be 
awarded a maximum of three unit standards worth a total of 8 credits. These credits 
count toward the NCEA Level 1 and Level 2 and show on their Record of 
Achievement 
 
There are three standards: 
 
• 29363 - Learn to drive a vehicle within the conditions of a Class 1 New Zealand 

learner driver licence (2 credits at Level 1) 
• 29364 - Drive a vehicle within the conditions of a Class 1 New Zealand 

restricted driver licence (3 credits at Level 2) 
• 29365 - Drive a vehicle within the conditions of a Class 1 New Zealand full 

driver licence (3 credits at Level 2) 
 
How to gain these credits: 
 
Download and complete the NZTA Class 1 Driver License Recognition of Prior 
Learning form and present it, along with your official photographic licence to Mrs. 
Bateman, Mrs. Kurton or Mr. Bowles. They will then enter your result and it will be 
sent to NZQA.  
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
